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MINISTERING TO “THE CHURCHED.” 
 
In our ministry here, we are almost always ministering and disciple people who have never cracked a Bible open or stepped into a Christian church.  Often those who desire to follow Jesus have little biblical knowledge. Juan, however, is not the case.  His wife, Yulie, started coming to church activities a few months back and soon after was dragging her husband, Juan, with her. At first, he was resistant and quiet.  I later learned that Juan had grown up in a Baptist church and his father was a pastor.  He has since rejected the church and drifted from biblical truth. He has a lot of knowledge of scripture, but has no practical application of it. Over the years you can see how he has mixed his Bible belief with worldly philosophies.  I find this always to be the case when people stray away from that intimate daily relationship with Jesus.  They begin to mix lies with the truth and come up with all sorts of justifications for their sin. We literally make our own religion and our own personal image of God.  Juan has been a new experience for us. He and his wife are now attending every single event and meeting we have. He is very open and seems hungry for more truth. Please pray with us as we share the truth with him.
